My grandparents met at the Birtle Residential
School in the 1920s; my grandfather was from the
Rolling River First Nation in southwest Manitoba
and my grandmother was from Keeseekoose First
Nation in southeastern Saskatchewan.

My grandparents grew up at Birtle and were only
allowed to go home at Christmas and for a period
during the summer. Travelling by horse and wagon,
this was a four-day round trip.

My grandparents’ children also attended Birtle,
but they lived alone on the family farm.

Years of separation from their children would
eventually break my grandparents' spirits.

Both turned to alcohol to numb this constant loss
and they succumbed to its effects in the 1970s.

In spite of the pain and loss they felt,
my grandparents’ reliance on the power of
the Creator's love amazes me.
