Bells United is a handbell ensemble
of 15 ringers based at Trinity United
Church under the direction of Marcella
Smithers. These ringers are members

from various church congregations in
Thunder Bay (Current River United, First Presbyterian, First-
Wesley United, Pinegrove United, and Trinity United). The
individual ringing skills of this ensemble varies from about two
years to twenty-five years.

Bells United rings a 3-octave chromatic scale set of
Schulmerich handbells and handchimes. ~ An inferesting
comparison -- consider that a single instrument (i.e., flute,
trumpet, violin, etc.) is complete in itself. With this type of an
instrument, it takes many ringers to ring the 37 bells/chimes
in the 3-octave sets. While one person can easily play the 88-
keys on a piano, the trick here is to get the ensemble to make
music simultaneously — everyone needs to ring the correct bell
at the correct time! This is the fascination/allure that
attracts ringers and listeners — to achieve a result that is
musically pleasing with each other.

Ringing, in an ensemble such as this, is a unique way to make
music. Each ringer is responsible for ringing two bells plus his
or her relative flats or sharps. Handbells and handchimes have
two quite different, distinctive sounds! You will notice that the
handchimes produces a more mellow sound. You will also
observe that the ringers will use various techniques that will
change the sound of the bells as they are rung. Listen and
watch carefully.
