The apostles had been very busy: teaching,
casting out demons, anointing the sick.

There was no time even to stop for lunch.

Jesus, the Great Physician, prescribes rest for
them—rest in a quiet, deserted place.

But a crowd beats them to it and when they arrive
the deserted place looks more like Banff Town Site
on a summer weekend, complete with this crowd
like sheep milling about without a shepherd.

Jesus, the Good Shepherd, calms down the crowd
and teaches them many things. One of the things
he taught them, I'm sure, was the need for all

of us, caught up in the frantic pace of life, from
time to time to come away all by ourselves and
rest awhile.
